STAR Vets patch should be placed on the right sfdbe chest directly across from the arm/vestipaiad
must also be put on at a slight angle. The Brafi@eovice is laser-cut to fit against the bottonttaf patch. The
bottom of this rocker should hang in line with thattom of the vest.

Chapter patches can be placed on the left if younat a STAR Vet; we have additional patches theat aiso be
placed here. If you have the STAR Vet patch you plage the chapter patch in a location of your chdieep-
ing in mind the guidelines above.
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
